Dear Parishioners,  

 Happy Easter and welcome to all friends, family, 

visitors as well as long time parishioners!  Easter is a time and 

season that brings together in our roomy Church people of 

many diverse levels of faith and belief to celebrate Jesus and 

draw closer to one another and to our God. 

 The author James Joyce once described the Catholic 

Church as “here comes everybody”!  Recently when Fr. 

Daniel Berrigan had a book dedicated to himself as a 

“Christian”, he corrected the author to say he had left out one 

phrase: “would be”, we are all “would be Christians”.  Easter 

brings together both “seekers” and “finders” (or at least those 

who think they have found it all); it gathers once-a-year-

Catholics and daily  mass communicants; it welcomes the 

rigorist and the unsure, the liberal and conservative, convinced 

Catholic, curious non believers and everyone in between. 

 There’s an important, life-giving lesson here.  We 

cannot build a society or a church with just liberals or just 

conservatives; to build true community we need to work with 

more than just those who are like minded.  A community, 

church or parish built with just the like-minded is hardly worth 

belonging to because it reflects neither what’s best inside the 

human spirit nor for those of us who are Christians, the 

inclusive embrace of Christ. 

 I’d like to quote the recent book “The Holy Longing” 

that lists four “non-negotiables” for being a Christian.  1)  

private morality and prayer (just trying to know and live the 

difference between right and wrong); 2) social justice (to  

 

 

 

 

leave out efforts for justice and sound politics is comparable to 

leaving out the Eucharist, the commandments or belief in 

God); 3) concrete community (belonging to a faith 

community that at times we disagree with or even don’t much 

like); 4) and finally (my favorite) a cheerful spirit (as 

followers of a Jesus famous for telling stories and going to 

parties!). 

 There are those who believe life and the difficult 

problems of our nations, our planet and its people are all a 

matter of fate, or maybe Karma or even reincarnation.  Easter 

says and celebrates the exact opposite.  Now the exact 

opposite of fate is not chance, or random happenings, or to 

grimly say just about anything can happen.  The opposite of 

fate is really hope; to say, as we do in Jesus’ death and 

resurrection, or in God’s amazing love, that everything is 

possible.  One author has said that hope is “the  adrenalin of 

the soul”; it gives us the energy, the vision and the strength to 

go forward and to work at and do noble things with our life 

and our world. 

 We live personal lives and in a world deeply in need 

of hope and noble actions.   May we be a community that 

hopes together and works together for greater peace, for 

honest politics, for just and caring societies, for an end to 

violence and terror, for a welcome to homeless and immigrant, 

for the safety and quick return of our young people at war.  In 

other words may we be an Easter people who live out a 

rugged, realistic and practical Easter hope.

     Ministry Where the Hurt Is: Grief workshops 

have been added to our already familiar 

bereavement ministry to give grieving people time 

and space to honor their grief whether it be recent or 

from years ago.  Fr. Aidan, Sr. Joanne and a team of 

peer ministers are presently facilitating a seven 

week series to help the healing process.   

     Christ Light is a great weekend experience here 

at the parish.  In the tradition of Cursillo it brings 

parishioners together for discussion, presentations, 

song, prayer and faith!

      Social Justice and Social Concern: Our St. 

Vincent de Paul Society interviews and helps the 

needy at our front door every day of the week with 

food and clothing; parishioners have contacted the 

President and our legislators urging comprehensive 

legislative reform for undocumented immigrants; 

we continue to support Monument Crisis Center, 

low income housing in our county and much, much 

more. 

     Adult Education & Learning: We have just 

completed an exciting five week series with truly 

outstanding speakers each Friday in March; We 

plan sessions on dealing with Alzheimers and 

Dementia, a panel on end of life and hospice care, 

and addressing the question “where have all our 

devotions gone?” all in the very near future.   In the 

summer we’ll have a special film series as well as 

evenings on favorite books and favorite movies 

from Fr.
